Tipping the Balance: Policies to shape agricultural investments and markets in favour of small-scale

From the fifteenth century to the beginning of the nineteenth century, devotional music played a 
fundamental role in the Iberian world. Songs in the vernacular, usually referred to by the generic 
name of 'villancico', but including forms as varied as madrigals, ensaladas, tonos, cantatas or even 
oratorios, were regularly performed at many religious feasts in major churches, royal and private 
chapels, convents and in monasteries. These compositions appear to have progressively fulfilled or 
supplemented the role occupied by the Latin motet in other countries and, as they were often composed 
anew for each celebration, the surviving sources vastly outnumber those of Latin compositions; they 
can be counted in tens of thousands. The close relationship with secular genres, both musical, literary 
and performative, turned these compositions into a major vehicle for dissemination of vernacular styles 
throughout the Iberian world. This model of musical production was also cultivated in Portugal and 
rapidly exported to the Spanish and Portuguese colonies in America and Asia. In many cases, the 
villancico repertory represents the oldest surviving source of music produced in these regions, thus 
affording it a primary role in the construction of national identities. The sixteen essays in this volume 
explore the development of devotional music in the Iberian world in this period, providing the first 
broad-based survey of this important genre.

Philosophy manual: a South-South perspective

Gabriel Marcel (1889-1973) stands outside the traditional canon of twentieth-century French philoso-
phers. Where he is not simply forgotten or overlooked, he is dismissed as a 'relentlessly unsystematic' 
thinker, or, following Jean-Paul Sartre's lead, labelled a 'Christian existentialist' - a label that avoids 
consideration of Marcel's work on its own terms. How is one to appreciate Marcel's contribution, espe-
cially when his oeuvre appears to be at odds with philosophical convention? Helen Tattam proposes a 
range of readings as opposed to one single interpretation, a series of departures or explorations that 
bring his work into contact with critical partners such as Henri Bergson, Paul Ricoeur and Emmanuel 
Lévinas, and offer insights into a host of twentieth-century philosophical shifts concerning time, the 
subject, the other, ethics, and religion. Helen Tattam's ambitious study is an impressively lucid account 
of Marcel's engagement with the problem of time and lived experience, and is her first monograph since 
the award of her doctorate from the University of Nottingham.

Written 
by recognized experts in the field, the book is intended to provide students, scientists and policymakers 
with essential insights into holistic approaches to NUE, as well as an overview of some successful case 
studies. In the present understanding of agriculture, NUE represents a question of process optimization 
in response to the increasing fragility of our natural resources base and threats to food grain security 
across the globe. Further improving nutrient use efficiency is a prerequisite to reducing production 
costs, expanding crop acreage into non-competitive marginal lands with low nutrient resources, and 
preventing environmental contamination. The nutrients most commonly limiting plant growth are N, P, K, 
S and micronutrients like Fe, Zn, B and Mo. NUE depends on the ability to efficiently take up the nutrient 
from the soil, but also on transport, storage, mobilization, usage within the plant and the environment. 
A number of approaches can help us to understand NUE as a whole. One involves adopting best crop 
management practices that take into account root-induced rhizosphere processes, which play a pivotal 
role in controlling nutrient dynamics in the soil-plant-atmosphere continuum. New technologies, from 
basic tools like leaf color charts to sophisticated sensor-based systems and laser land leveling, can 
reduce the dependency on laboratory assistance and manual labor. Another approach concerns the 
development of crop plants through genetic manipulations that allow them to take up and assimilate 
nutrients more efficiently, as well as identifying processes of plant responses to nutrient deficiency 
stress and exploring natural genetic variation. Though only recently introduced, the ability of microbial 
inoculants to induce NUE is gaining in importance, as the loss, immobilization, release and availability 
of nutrients are mediated by soil microbial processes.

Entropy and Information in Science and Philosophy

The seemingly inexhaustible oceans have proved to be finite after all. Capture of wild fish have leveled 
off since the mid-1980s, and many stocks of fish are fished so heavily that their future is threatened. 
And yet the world's appetite for fish has continued to increase, particularly as urban populations and 
incomes grow in developing countries. Aquaculture--fish farming--has arrived to meet this increased 
demand. Production of fish from aquaculture has exploded in the past 20 years and continues to expand 
around the world.

In The American Business Cycle, 
some of the most prominent macroeconomics in the United States focuses on the questions, To what 
extent are business cycles propelled by external shocks? How have post-1946 cycles differed from 
earlier cycles? And, what are the major factors that contribute to business cycles? They extend their 
investigation in some areas as far back as 1875 to afford a deeper understanding of both economic 
history and the most recent economic fluctuations. Seven papers address specific aspects of economic 
activity: consumption, investment, inventory change, fiscal policy, monetary behavior, open economy, 
and the labor market. Five papers focus on aggregate economic activity. In a number of cases, the 
papers present findings that challenge widely accepted models and assumptions. In addition to its 
substantive findings, The American Business Cycle includes an appendix containing both the first 
published history of the NBER business-cycle dating chronology and many previously unpublished 
historical data series.

Biographical Objects

Atoll Island States exist on top of what is perceived to be one of the planet's most vulnerable 
ecosystems: atolls. It has been predicted that an increase in the pace of sea level rise brought about 
by increasing greenhouse gas concentrations in the atmosphere will cause them to disappear, forcing 
their inhabitants to migrate. The present book represents a multidisciplinary legal and engineering 
perspective on this problem, challenging some common misconceptions regarding atolls and their 
vulnerability to sea-level rise. Coral islands have survived past changes in sea levels, and it is the 
survival of coral reefs what will be crucial for their continued existence. These islands are important for 
their inhabitants as they represent not only their ancestral agricultural lands and heritage, but also a 
source of revenue through the exploitation of the maritime areas associated with them. However, even 
if faced with extreme climate change, it could theoretically be possible for the richer Atoll Island States 
to engineer ways to prevent their main islands from disappearing, though sadly not all will have the 
required financial resources to do so. As islands become progressively uninhabitable their residents 
will be forced to settle in foreign lands, and could become stateless if the Atoll Island State ceases 



to be recognized as a sovereign country. However, rather than tackling this problem by entering into 
lengthy negotiations over new treaties, more practical solutions, encompassing bilateral negotiations 
or the possibility of acquiring small new territories, should be explored. This would make it possible for 
Atoll Island States in the future to keep some sort of international sovereign personality, which could 
benefit the descendents of its present day inhabitants.

Genetically Engineered Crops

It is divided into three parts: the first is a wide-ranging survey of the Christian world, the 
second an examination of the state of France and the third a study of the duties and requirements of 
authority. The style is highly allegorical but contains much personal observation and historical fact.
