When this book first appeared in 1996, it was “Pottery 101,” a basic introduction to the subject. It served
as an art book, a history book, and a reference book, but also fun to read, beautiful to look at, and
filled with good humor and good sense. After twenty years of faithful service, it's been expanded and
brought up-to-date with photographs of more than 1,600 pots from more than 1,600 years. It shows
every pottery-producing group in the Southwest, complete with maps that show where each group
lives. Now updated, rewritten, and re-photographed, it's a comprehensive study as well as a basic
introduction to the art.

In 1974 Seven Families in Pueblo Pottery was published to accompany an exhibit at the Maxwell
Museum of Anthropology: twenty years later there are some 80,000 copies in print. Like Seven
Families, this updated and greatly enlarged version by Rick Dillingham, who curated the original
exhibition, includes portraits of the potters, color photographs of their work, and a statement by each
potter about the work of his or her family. In addition to the original seven--the Chino and Lewis
families (Acoma Pueblo), the Nampeyos (Hopi), the Guteirrez and Tafoya families (Santa Clara), and
the Gonzales and Martinez families (San Illdefonso)--the author had added the Chapellas and the
Navasies (Hopi-Tewa), the Chavarrias (Santa Clara), the Herrera family (Choti), the Medina family (Zia),
and the Tenorio-Pacheco and the Melchor families (Santo Domingo). Because the craft of pottery is
handed down from generation to generation among the Pueblo Indians, this extended look at multiple
generations provides a fascinating and personal glimpse into how the craft has developed. Also evident
are the differences of opinion among the artists about the future of Pueblo pottery and the importance
of following tradition. A new generation of potters has come of age since the publication of Seven
Families. The addition of their talents, along with an ever-growing interest in Native American pottery,
make this book a welcome addition to the literature on the Southwest.

Pottery of the Southwest

No one knows for certain just when the bow and arrow came into use in America, but they were in use
from the far North to the tip of South America when Europeans first arrived. Over the hemisphere

the equipment ranged from very poor to excellent, with the finest bows of all being made in the
Northwest of North America. Some of these bows rivaled the ancient classic bow in beauty of design
and workmanship. The attitudes of whites toward Indian archers and their equipment have ranged from
the highest of praise with mythical feats rivaling those of William Tell and Robin Hood-—o0 mockery and
derision for the Indians' short, "deformed" bows and small arrows. The Laubins have found most of the
popular conceptions of Indian archery to be erroneous-as are most of the preconceived notions about
Indians—and in this book they attempt to correct some of these false impressions and to give a true
picture of this ancient art as practiced by the original Americans.

(A.D. 550-750) which immediately proceeds the Pueblo phase. Particularly noteworthy are finding of
Basketmaker remains under those of later periods and in sites with open settings, as opposed to the
more classic Basketmaker cave and rock shelter sites. Foundations of Anasazi Culture explores this
new evidence in search of further understanding of Anasazi development. Several chapters address the
BMII-BMIII transition, including the initial production and use of pottery, greater reliance on agriculture,
and the construction of increasingly elaborate structures.
