Buckley’s talent for arranging a mise-en-scéne stands
out in accounts of riding the Orient Express, skiing at Alta, or vacationing at Barbuda. Though himself a
central character in the story, he never dominates it. He wrote candidly about travel misadventures, as
when his sixty-foot schooner broke down in the Bahamas and was towed to Miami by a Coast Guard
cutter, or when a malfunctioning compass landed his boat on a rocky shoal off Rhode Island and the
Coast Guard said, “Sorry, we can’t help you.” He also took a gimlet eye to the travel industry and a
discriminating palate to airline food, suggesting that airports sell “a really good box lunch” with celery
rémoulade, fresh figs, and a nice Bordeaux. Getting About is pure enjoyment, but it also broadens
the significance of Buckley’s ceuvre. Along with Bill Meehan’s illuminating introduction, this delightful
collection helps preserve Buckley’s legacy as his centenary, in 2025, approaches.

This revisionist
account of the war draws connections between General Tojo, Malaysian freedom fighters, and Elijah
Muhammed of the Nation of Islam and shows how white racism encouraged and enabled Japanese
imperialism. In sum, Horne demonstrates that the retreat of white supremacy was not only driven by
the impact of the Cold War and the energized militancy of Africans and African-Americans but by the
impact of the Pacific War as well, as a chastened U.S. and U.K. moved vigorously after this conflict to
remove the conditions that made Japan's success possible.

We discover a young man who writes flowery love letters from prison and contemplates the meaning
of life, a gregarious soul attentive to the needs of strangers but often indifferent to the needs of his own
family. These pages show a liberal democrat who admires FDR’s New Deal policies and is skeptical of
communism, but is also hostile to American imperialism. They show an audacious militant who stages
a reckless attack on a military barracks but is canny about building an army of resisters. In short, Young
Castro reveals a complex man. The first American historian in a generation to gain access to the Castro
archives in Havana, Jonathan Hansen was able to secure cooperation from Castro’s family and closest
confidants. He gained access to hundreds of never-before-seen letters and interviewed people he was
the first to ask for their impressions of the man. The result is a nuanced and penetrating portrait of a
man at once brilliant, arrogant, bold, vulnerable, and all too human: a man who, having grown up on
an island that felt like a colonial cage, was compelled to lead his country to independence.
