Preaching Mark's Gospel

In a classic case of failing to see the forest for the trees, Jensen, a homiletics professor and author of two
works on narrative preaching, says that preachers tend to analyze biblical books to glean the slightest
bits of exegetical data, yet miss the thrust of the overarching story they try to convey. Jensen contends
that preachers get too caught up in an analytical, left-brained mentality that obscures the power and
meaning of the good news story. In these pages Jensen helps us approach Mark's gospel with eyes
wide open rather than with microscope in hand. He treats Mark's gospel as a narrative whole and
challenges preachers to tell the gospel's story to their congregations. In doing so, Jensen emphasizes
the strength of biblical stories. He says that these stories are powerful in and of themselves and that
they work without much explanatory help. The problem is that listeners never hear the entire story
because it's always told to them in bits and pieces. Jensen's adaptation of what Robert Alter (author
of The Art of Biblical Narrative) calls narrative analogy assumes that "... parallel acts or situations are
used to comment on each other in biblical narrative." In other words, if Mark told story "B" to flesh

out the reality of story "A," then perhaps preachers today can do the same thing in their preaching.
Students of Jensen have enthusiastically embraced this approach: "This is great, we never get to hear
them (stories) whole " How did it ever occur to us that we could improve on the story of the Prodigal
Son, for example, by reducing it to ideas? Richard A. Jensen teaches homiletics at Wartburg Seminary
in Dubuque, lowa, and Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago. He is best known for his ten-year stint



as preacher for the national radio program Lutheran Vespers. He has also produced a television series
titled Reflections and one titled Rhapsody.

Torquay in the Great War

In 1914 Torquay was the crown jewel of the English Riviera, long the haunt of the rich and famous but
this status was not to last. The Great War of 1914-1918 brought a shuddering end to this golden period
in amongst the blood and mud of the Western Front as hundreds of Torquinians gave their lives in

the fight against the Kaiser. This book documents the town's experience, both militarily and socially
through the extensive use of previously unpublished letters from those who served, by following the
career of General Sir Herbert Plumer, commander of the British Second Army and native Torquinian
and by featuring a detailed analysis of the home front throughout the war. In doing so it challenges
many of the war's myths including the idea of war enthusiasm in 1914, widespread opposition to the
war and the old myth of lions led by donkeys. In doing so it reveals the extent to which even a small town
such as Torquay contributed to the war effort and how much the war permanently changed Torquay.

The Great Globe and All Who It Inherit

Every storyteller soon discovers the difference between putting a story inside children and trying

to extract it with comprehension questions and putting children inside a story and having them act

it out. Teachers may experience this as a difference in “difficulty”, or in the level of motivation and
enthusiasm, or even in the engagement of creativity and imagination, and leave it at that. This book
explores the divide more critically and analytically, finding symmetrical and even complementary
problems and affordances with both approaches. First, we examine what teachers actually say and
do in each approach, using the systemic-functional grammar of M.A.K. Halliday. Secondly, we explore
the differences developmentally, using the cultural-historical psychology of L.S. Vygotsky. Thirdly, we
explain the differences we find in texts by considering the history of genres from the fable through

the plays of Shakespeare. “Inside” and “Outside” the story turn outto be two very different modes

of experiencing—the one reflective and narrativizing and the other participatory and dialogic. These
two modes of experience prove to be equally valuable, and even mutually necessary, but only in the
long run—different approaches are necessary at different moments in the lesson, different points in
development, and even different times in human history. In the final analysis, though, this distinction
is meaningless to children and to their teachers unless it is of practical use. Each chapter employs
only the most advanced technology ever developed for making sense of human experience, namely
thinking and talking--though not necessarily in that order. So every story has a specific narrative to tell,
a concrete set of dialogues to try, and above all a practicable time and a practical space for children,
their teachers, and even their teachers’ teachers, to talk and to think.
