In Pride and Prejudice, the failure
of Mr and Mrs Bennet as parents is blamed for Lydia's lack of moral judgment; Darcy, on the other hand,
has been taught to be principled and scrupulously honourable, but he is also proud and overbearing.
Kitty, rescued from Lydia's bad influence and spending more time with her older sisters after they marry,
is said to improve greatly in their superior society.Pride and Prejudice is also about that thing that all
great novels consider, the search for self. And it is the first great novel that teaches us this search is as
