theology), a member of the Dutch Parliament, and eventually prime minister of the Netherlands.

As his
writings become more widely available, this tradition continues to find new adherents attracted by his
comprehensive vision of Christian faith. But what defines the Kuyperian tradition? Renowned South
African theologian and philosopher Craig Bartholomew has written the first systematic introduction

to this tradition. Drawing on Kuyper's entire corpus, Bartholomew has identified the key themes and
ideas that define this tradition, including worldview, sphere sovereignty, creation and redemption, the
public square, and mission. He also goes beyond Kuyper to show how later thinkers developed these
ideas.
