This sparkling, first full biography of Sir Thomas Roe delineates the unusual range 
of the ambassador's experiences and the importance of his career against the complex background of 
that spirited age. Dedicated to the view that England should be actively involved in Europe, Roe worked 
tirelessly toward the attainment of that goal.
