This early work by Radclyffe Hall was originally published in 1928 and we are now republishing it with 
a brand new introductory biography. 'The Well of Loneliness' is a novel that follows an upper-class 
Englishwoman who falls in love with another woman while serving as an ambulance driver in World 
War I. Marguerite Radclyffe Hall was born on 12th August 1880, in Bournemouth, England. Hall's 
first novel The Unlit Lamp (1924) was a lengthy and grim tale that proved hard to sell. It was only 
published following the success of the much lighter social comedy The Forge (1924), which made the 
best-seller list of John O'London's Weekly. Hall is a key figure in lesbian literature for her novel The Well 
of Loneliness (1928). This is her only work with overt lesbian themes and tells the story of the life of a 
masculine lesbian named Stephen Gordon.

Tarzan ("...the Apeman") is a fictional character, an archetypal feral child raised in the African jungles by 
the Mangani "great apes"; he later experiences civilization only to largely reject it and return to the wild 
as a heroic adventurer. Created by Edgar Rice Burroughs, Tarzan first appeared in the novel Tarzan of 
the Apes (magazine publication 1912, book publication 1914), and then in twenty-five sequels, three 
authorized books by other authors, and innumerable works in other media, authorized and not. Edgar 
Rice Burroughs (September 1, 1875 – March 19, 1950) was an American writer, best known for his 
creations of the jungle hero Tarzan and the heroic Mars adventurer John Carter, although he produced 
works in many genres.

The Well of Loneliness

Wasn’t That a Mighty Day: African American Blues and Gospel Songs on Disaster takes a compre-
hensive look at sacred and secular disaster songs, shining a spotlight on their historical and cultural 
importance. Featuring newly transcribed lyrics, the book offers sustained attention to how both Black 
and white communities responded to many of the tragic events that occurred before the mid-1950s. 
Through detailed textual analysis, Luigi Monge explores songs on natural disasters (hurricanes, floods, 
tornadoes, and earthquakes); accidental disasters (sinkings, fires, train wrecks, explosions, and air 
disasters); and infestations, epidemics, and diseases (the boll weevil, the jake leg, and influenza). 
Analyzed songs cover some of the most well-known disasters of the time period from the sinking of 
the Titanic and the 1930 drought to the Hindenburg accident, and more. Thirty previously unreleased 
African American disaster songs appear in this volume for the first time, revealing their pertinence to the 
relevant disasters. By comparing the song lyrics to critical moments in history, Monge is able to explore 
how deeply and directly these catastrophes affected Black communities; how African Americans in 
general, and blues and gospel singers in particular, faced and reacted to disaster; whether these 
collective tragedies prompted different reactions among white people and, if so, why; and more broadly, 
how the role of memory in recounting and commenting on historical and cultural facts shaped African 
American society from 1879 to 1955.
