Q: A.B. Alvarez, what is it with you and having to chop off body
parts in your stories? A: There was no hacking of body parts in the Kidnapping Anna Trilogy though
there was a lot of computer hacking. | think | had pent up body-hacking impulses that came out in the
abandoned farmhouse where we did our writing. It is also true that the farmhouse was not abandoned,
not filled with cobwebs, and not dark and foreboding thereby keeping me up every night wondering if |
was going to make it out alive.
