Examining language in its broadest sense to include all modes of communication, including 
visual and gestural as well as spoken and written modes, it features work presented and discussed in 
the Language and Communication topic study group (TSG 31) at the 13th International Congress on 
Mathematical Education (ICME-13). A joint session with participants of the Mathematics Education in 
a Multilingual and Multicultural Environment topic study group (TSG 32) enhanced discussions, which 
are incorporated in elaborations included in this book. Discussing cross-cutting topics it appeals to 
readers from a wide range of disciplines, such as mathematics education and research methods in 
education, multilingualism, applied linguistics and beyond.

Drama Techniques

This guidebook brings together the knowledge, insight and experience gained by the participants of an 
international telecollaborative language learning project entitled Moderating Intercultural Collaboration 
and Language Learning (MICaLL). Telecollaboration is understood here as a shared teaching and 
learning experience between distanced partners that is facilitated through the use of Internet technolo-
gy; an area of growing interest for many teachers. The book first provides a theoretical outline of suitable 
pedagogical practices for this type of joint effort and then moves into the more practical aspects of 
designing, setting up, implementing and evaluating telecollaborative projects. The guidebook considers 
relevant questions and issues which often come up when teachers without previous experience in 
telecollaboration undertake this type of enterprise. Through the realistic advice and practical examples 
provided, the reader will be motivated to engage in telecollaborative language learning projects with 
their own pupils.

Strategies in Language Learning and Use

This book considers the issues globalization raises for second language learning and teaching. 
Block and Cameron's collection shows how, in an economy based on services and information, the 
linguistic skills of workers becomes increasingly important. New technologies make possible new kinds 
of language teaching, and language becomes an economic commodity with a value in the global

Discourse and Language Education.

Language and communication are essential in the classroom: essential in children’s learning, essential 
in teachers’ communication with children, and essential in children’s understanding of themselves and 
their world. This book is a guide for trainee and beginning teachers on how to support and develop talk 
in the classroom. It explores the theory behind the teaching of language and communication skills and 
includes lots of practical advice on how to translate this into the classroom. It tackles the challenges 
and issues of managing talk in the classroom setting, and explores the role of language in children’s 
learning. The book addresses the challenge of language difficulties and delayed language development 
among children entering school. The crucial role of adults in supporting early language development 
is explained, and the book also considers the needs of children for whom English is an additional 
language.
