Since 1982, only two of the 12 casques 
have been recovered. The first was located in Grant Park, Chicago, in 1984 by a group of students. The 
second was unearthed in 2004 in Cleveland by two members of the Quest4Treasure forum. Preiss was 
killed in an auto accident in the summer of 2005, but the hunt for his casques continues.
