Some are
themselves religious, others are secular; taken together, their contributions further the study of Jewish
religious traditions in Poland, a topic central to an understanding of Jewish society and history in Poland
but one which has long been considered marginal by the academic world. As in earlier volumes of
Polin, substantial space is given to new research in other areas of Polish-Jewish studies. There is an
extensive survey of the papal Holocaust papers, as well as contributions relating to education for girls,
to Auschwitz as a site of memaories, and to aspects of Jewish literature, politics, society, and economics.
A young Polish scholar from Jedwabne has contributed a moving article on local reactions to news of
the massacre of the Jews of that town. The review section include two separate essays with contrasting
opinions on Yaffa Eliach's monumental study of Eishyshok.
