The Road to Little Dribbling

world's best-loved travel writer upped sticks with Mrs Bryson, little Jimmy et al. and returned to live in the 
country he had left as a youth. Of course there were things Bryson missed about Blighty but any sense 
of loss was countered by the joy of rediscovering some of the forgotten treasures of his childhood: the 
glories of a New England autumn; the pleasingly comical sight of oneself in shorts; and motel rooms 
where you can generally count on being awakened in the night by a piercing shriek and the sound of 
a female voice pleading, 'Put the gun down, Vinnie, I'll do anything you say.' Whether discussing the 
strange appeal of breakfast pizza or the jaw-slackening direness of American TV, Bill Bryson brings his 
inimitable brand of bemused wit to bear on that strangest of phenomena - the American way of life.

The Body

The powerful and affirming story of a father's journey with his teenage daughter to the far reaches of 
Alaska Alaska’s Arctic National Wildlife Refuge, home to only a handful of people, is a harsh and lonely 
place. So when James Campbell’s cousin Heimo Korth asked him to spend a summer building a cabin 
in the rugged Interior, Campbell hesitated about inviting his fifteen-year-old daughter, Aidan, to join him: 
Would she be able to withstand clouds of mosquitoes, the threat of grizzlies, bathing in an ice-cold river, 
and hours of grueling labor peeling and hauling logs? But once there, Aidan embraced the wild. She 
even agreed to return a few months later to help the Korths work their traplines and hunt for caribou 
and moose. Despite windchills of 50 degrees below zero, father and daughter ventured out daily to 
track, hunt, and trap. Under the supervision of Edna, Heimo’s Yupik Eskimo wife, Aidan grew more 
confident in the woods. Campbell knew that in traditional Eskimo cultures, some daughters earned a 
rite of passage usually reserved for young men. So he decided to take Aidan back to Alaska one final 
time before she left home. It would be their third and most ambitious trip, backpacking over Alaska’s 
Brooks Range to the headwaters of the mighty Hulahula River, where they would assemble a folding 
canoe and paddle to the Arctic Ocean. The journey would test them, and their relationship, in one of 
the planet’s most remote places: a land of wolves, musk oxen, Dall sheep, golden eagles, and polar 



bears. At turns poignant and humorous, Braving It is an ode to America’s disappearing wilderness and 
a profound meditation on what it means for a child to grow up—and a parent to finally, fully let go.

Notes from a Big Country

Winner of the 2014 National Outdoor Book Awards for History/Biography Emma Gatewood told her 
family she was going on a walk and left her small Ohio hometown with a change of clothes and less 
than two hundred dollars. The next anybody heard from her, this genteel, farm-reared, 67-year-old 
great-grandmother had walked 800 miles along the 2,050-mile Appalachian Trail. And in September 
1955, having survived a rattlesnake strike, two hurricanes, and a run-in with gangsters from Harlem, 
she stood atop Maine's Mount Katahdin. There she sang the first verse of "America, the Beautiful" 
and proclaimed, "I said I'll do it, and I've done it." Grandma Gatewood, as the reporters called her, 
became the first woman to hike the entire Appalachian Trail alone, as well as the first person—man or 
woman—to walk it twice and three times. Gatewood became a hiking celebrity and appeared on TV 
and in the pages of Sports Illustrated. The public attention she brought to the little-known footpath was 
unprecedented. Her vocal criticism of the lousy, difficult stretches led to bolstered maintenance, and 
very likely saved the trail from extinction. Author Ben Montgomery was given unprecedented access to 
Gatewood's own diaries, trail journals, and correspondence, and interviewed surviving family members 
and those she met along her hike, all to answer the question so many asked: Why did she do it? The 
story of Grandma Gatewood will inspire readers of all ages by illustrating the full power of human spirit 
and determination. Even those who know of Gatewood don't know the full story—a story of triumph 
from pain, rebellion from brutality, hope from suffering.
