F. Scott Fitzgerald: The Great Gatsby

F. Scott Fitzgerald's second novel, The Beautiful and Damned (1922), was a pivotal book in his career.
A trenchant satire of the Jazz Age, it is very much a novel of its times. This edition is based on

the surviving manuscript, the serialized version from Metropolitan magazine, the Scribners 1922 first
American edition, and the Collins 1922 first British edition. The volume includes a detailed account

of the composition of the novel, a textual apparatus, a chronology of composition, and, uniquely,
three versions of the ending. Explanatory notes identify Fitzgerald's topical and historical references

- to books and authors, Broadway shows and Manhattan cabarets, movie stars and sports heroes,
statesmen and criminals, business tycoons and historical figures. These notes situate The Beautiful
and Damned in its times and deepen the reader's understanding of Fitzgerald's sources for the novel.

This edition removes instances of
over-correction in later editions of the novel, where there are numerous examples of textual corruption,
thus giving control of the text back to Fitzgerald. This critical edition includes an introduction, tracing the
history of the novel, an emended text, emendation tables, Fitzgerald's 1935 introduction, and fourteen
illustrations. Historical annotations provide identifications of persons, places, events, popular songs,
and literary works - all now made available to readers, teachers, critics, and scholars.

The Great Gatsby

This Side of Paradise charts the life of Amory Blaine, an ambitious young man loosely based on
Fitzgerald himself, as he moves from his well-heeled Midwest home to study at Princeton and then
starts frequenting the circles of high society as an aspiring writer. Experiencing failure and frustration
in love and in his career, Blaine finds his youthful enthusiasm gradually giving way to disillusionment,
cynicism and a life of dissolution. A critical account of its own era, introducing many themes which would
be developed in later works, Fitzgerald's first novel was an instant critical and commercial success,
propelling him into the limelight as a literary celebrity.

Fitzgerald: All The Sad Young Men

F. Scott Fitzgerald was a handsome, ambitious sophomore at Princeton when he fell in love for the first
time. Ginevra King, though only sixteen, was beautiful, socially poised, and blessed with the confidence
that considerable wealth can bring. Their romance began instantly, flourished in heartfelt letters, and
quickly ran its course—but Scott never forgot it. Now, for the first time, scholar and biographer James L.
W. West lll tells the story of the youthful passion that shaped Scott Fitzgerald’s life as a writer. When
Scott and Ginevra met in January 1915, the rest of the world was at war, but America remained a haven
for young people who could afford to have a good time. Privileged and mildly rebellious, the two were
swept together in a whirl of dances, parties, campus weekends, and chaperoned visits to New York.
“For heaven’s sake don't idealize me!” Ginevra warned in one of the many letters she sent to Scott,
but of course that’s just what he did—for the next two decades. Though he fell in love with Zelda Sayre
soon after learning of Ginevra’s engagement to a well-to-do midwesterner, Scott drew on memories
of Ginevra for his most unforgettable female characters—Isabelle Borgé and Rosalind Connage in This
Side of Paradise, Judy Jones in “Winter Dreams,” and above all Daisy Buchanan in The Great Gatsby.
Transformed by Scott’s art, Ginevra became a new American heroine who inspired an entire generation.

The Perfect Hour

F. Scott Fitzgerald began composing Tender Is the Night in the summer of 1925, but he struggled with
the novel and reworked it intensively over the next nine years. A study of the disintegration of a talented
young American psychiatrist, set among wealthy American expatriates living in Europe after the First
World War, the novel, finally published in 1934, is now considered one of his major works. Fitzgerald
saved a great many of his working materials - notes, diagrams, holographs, typescripts, proofs and
correspondence - making it possible to reconstruct in detail the passage of Tender Is the Night from
manuscript to print. The Cambridge edition follows the order of the first edition; it includes a history of
composition, an analysis of Fitzgerald's plan for republication and an explanation of the chronology of
the narrative. The edition also contains full historical annotations, facsimiles of surviving drafts and a
record of emendations.

Since its publication in 1925, The Great Gatsby, F. Scott Fitzgerald's account of the American dream
gone awry, has established itself as one of the most popular and widely read novels in the English
language. Until now, however, no edition has printed the novel exactly as Fitzgerald intended. The first
edition was marred by errors resulting from Fitzgerald's extensive rewriting in proof and the conditions
under which the book was produced; moreover, the subsequent transmission of the text introduced
proliferating departures from the author's words. This critical edition draws on the manuscript and
surviving proofs of the novel, together with Fitzgerald's subsequent revisions to key passages, to
provide the first authoritative text of The Great Gatsby. This volume also includes a detailed account
of the genesis, composition, and publication of the novel; a full textual apparatus; crucial early draft
material; helpful glosses on the peculiar geography and chronology of the book; and explanatory
notes on topical allusions and historical references that contemporary readers might otherwise miss.
Fitzgerald's masterpiece is thus brought closer to a cross-section of readers, more accessibly and more
authentically than ever before. Matthew J. Bruccoli has published widely. He is the author of Some Sort
of Epic Grandeur: The Life of F. Scott Fitzgerald (1980) and editor of New Essays on The Great Gatsby
(CUP, 1985).

The Basil, Josephine, and Gwen Stories

During the last six years of his life, F. Scott Fitzgerald was an Esquire author. Between 1934 and 1940,
Fitzgerald sold some forty-five pieces of writing to the magazine - fiction, nonfiction, and personal
essays. This volume of the Cambridge Edition includes thirteen short stories published by Fitzgerald
in Esquire, together with the entire Pat Hobby Series -seventeen stories about an aging screenwriter
scrambling to make a living in Hollywood during the 1930s. One other story - 'Dearly Beloved', submitted
to Esquire but not published there - is included as an appendix. The volume provides restored, accurate
texts based on Fitzgerald's surviving manuscripts, typescripts, and proofs. A textual apparatus records
editorial decisions; explanatory notes identify people, places, literary works, historical events, and
references to Hollywood actors, directors, and films. The volume also includes selected facsimiles of
Fitzgerald's manuscripts and typescripts for the Esquire writings.
