This collection of studies represents the range of Rosand's contribution to the history and criticism of
music of the 17th and 18th centuries. Varied in focus and scope, each of these studies is directed
toward developing an understanding of the ways in which music works. Taken together, the articles
demonstrate how Rosand has opened entirely new prospects on 17th-century music and offered new
insight into the more canonical repertoire of the 18th century.



Renaissance and Baroque Art

Leo Steinberg was one of the most original art historians of the twentieth century, known for taking
interpretive risks that challenged the profession by overturning reigning orthodoxies. In essays and
lectures ranging from old masters to contemporary art, he combined scholarly erudition with an
eloquent prose that illuminated his subject and a credo that privileged the visual evidence of the
image over the literature written about it. His writings, sometimes provocative and controversial, remain
vital and influential reading. Steinberg’s perceptions evolved from long, hard looking at his objects

of study. AlImost everything he wrote included passages of formal analysis, but always put into the
service of interpretation. This volume begins and ends with thematic essays on two fundamental
precepts of Steinberg’s art history: how dependence on textual authority mutes the visual truths of
images and why artists routinely copy or adapt earlier artworks. In between are fourteen chapters on
masterpieces of renaissance and baroque art, with bold and enlightening interpretations of works by
Mantegna, Filippo Lippi, Pontormo, El Greco, Caravaggio, Steen and, finally, Veldzquez. Four chapters
are devoted to some of Veldzquez's best-known paintings, ending with the famously enigmatic Las
Meninas. Renaissance and Baroque Art is the third volume in a series that presents Steinberg’s
writings, selected and edited by his longtime associate Sheila Schwartz.

Essays on the Performance of Baroque Music

Using composers' own notations, marks added by 18th-century performers, historical treatises, and
pictorial evidence, this work investigates both vocal and instrumental genres, including opera, cantatas,
instrumental chamber music, and solo music for the viol and violin. It also deals with the discovery of
a cantata by Rameau.

Baroque Music

This selection of essays on historical performance practice of the Baroque era includes the key essays
from recent scholarly research which, eventually, changed both the way performers approach Baroque
music, and the way audiences listen to it. Topics covered include historical instruments, pitch, tuning,
temperament, the nexus between technique and style, vibrato, the performance implications of musical
scores, questions relating to rhythmic alteration and the musicological challenges to the ideology of the
early music movement.

Baroque-'n'-roll, and Other Essays

This volume examines the New Science of the 17th century in the context of Baroque culture, analysing
its emergence as an integral part of the high culture of the period. The collected essays explore themes
common to the new practices of knowledge production and the rapidly changing culture surrounding
them, as well as the obsessions, anxieties and aspirations they share, such as the foundations of order,
the power and peril of mediation and the conflation of the natural and the artificial. The essays also
take on the historiographical issues involved: the characterization of culture in general and culture of
knowledge in particular; the use of generalizations like ‘Baroque’ and the status of such categories; and
the role of these in untangling the historical complexities of the tumultuous 17th century. The canonical
protagonists of the ‘Scientific Revolution’ are considered, and so are some obscure and suppressed
figures: Galileo side by side with Scheiner;Torricelli together with Kircher; Newton as well as Scilla.
The coupling of Baroque and Science defies both the still-triumphalist historiographies of the Scientific
Revolution and the slight embarrassment that the Baroque represents for most cultural-national
histories of Western Europe. It signals a methodological interest in tensions and dilemmas rather than
self-affirming narratives of success and failure, and provides an opportunity for reflective critique of our
historical categories which is valuable in its own right.

Science in the Age of Baroque

Music always functions in a specific environment and, viewed from the other side, environments use
music to confirm and strengthen their identities. Institutions of power have in all times employed music
to present themselves to the outside world, alongside other means such as architecture, fine arts,
design and fashion. The present volume brings together a number of studies that all deal, in one way
or another, with the question of how power was implemented in music in what is called the Baroque Era,
roughly the seventeenth century and the first half of the eighteenth. The essays can be grouped under
four main headings: court opera, ceremonial music, musicians and miscellaneous studies. Several



essays discuss court opera, one of the most conspicuous musical forms with which a monarch could
display his power. Music could also accompany festivities and ceremonies of all sorts, of very different
kinds of institutions, courtly, civil or ecclesiastical. Not only sovereign rulers could employ music to
confirm their power, also lower-ranking powers such as nobility often invested in music in order to gain
prestige. Various studies highlight this aspect of music andpower. Finally, there are studies that deal
with more general questions, such as the representation of power in Barogue opera, dedications of
musical works to royals and other patrons, and the social status of musicians as they are positioned
between patrons and public.

Music and Power in the Baroque Era

Moving between page and stage, this study tracks the remnants of
seventeenth-century theater through modernist aesthetics across an array of otherwise disparate
materials, including modern opera, Bertolt Brecht's Epic Theater, poetic tragedies, and miracle plays.
By reexamining the twentieth century's engagements with Gianlorenzo Bernini, William Shakespeare,
Claudio Monteverdi, Calderén de la Barca, and other seventeenth-century predecessors, the book



delineates an enduring tradition of baroque performance. Along the way, Cermatori expands our familiar
narratives of "the modern" and traces a history of theatricality that reverberates into the twenty-first
century. Baroque Modernity will appeal to readers in a wide array of disciplines, including comparative
literature, theater and performance, art and music history, intellectual history, and aesthetic theory.

Renaissance and Baroque Music

The subject of this book is a new “Islam.” This Islam began to take shape in 1988 around the Rushdie
affair, the collapse of the Berlin Wall in 1989, and the first Gulf War of 1991. It was consolidated in the
period following September 11, 2001. It is a name, a discursive site, a signifier at once flexible and
constrained—indeed, it is a geopolitical agon, in and around which some of the most pressing aporias
of modernity, enlightenment, liberalism, and reformation are worked out. At this discursive site are many
metonyms for Islam: the veiled or “pious” Muslim woman, the militant, the minority Muslim injured by
Western free speech.

The pious and injured Muslim who desires his or
her own enslavement is imagined as freedom’s other. At Freedom’s Limit is an intervention into current
debates regarding religion, secularism, and Islam and provides a deep critique of the anthropology
and sociology of Islam that have consolidated this formation. It shows that, even as this Islam gains
increasing traction in cultural production from television shows to movies to novels, the most intricate
contestations of Islam so construed are to be found in the work of Muslim writers and painters. This
book includes extended readings of jihadist proclamations; postcolonial law; responses to law from
minorities in Muslim-majority societies; Islamophobic films; the novels of Leila Aboulela, Mohammed
Hanif, and Nadeem Aslam; and the paintings of Komail Aijazuddin.

The Mass Ornament



John Merbecke (c.1505-c.1585) is most famous as the composer of the first musical setting of the
English liturgy, The Booke of Common Praier Noted (BCPN), published in 1550. Not only was Merbecke
a pioneer in setting English prose to music but also the compiler of the first Concordance of the whole
English Bible (1550) and of the first English encyclopaedia of biblical and theological studies, A Booke of
Notes and Common Places (1581). By situating Merbecke and his work within a broader intellectual and
religio-cultural context of Tudor England, this book challenges the existing studies of Merbecke based
on the narrow theological approach to the Reformation. Furthermore, it suggests a re-thinking of the
prevailing interpretative framework of Reformation musical history. On the basis of the new contextual
study of Merbecke, this book seeks to re-interpret his work, particularly BCPN, in the light of humanist
rhetoric. It sees Merbecke as embodying the ideal of the 'Christian-musical orator', demonstrating
that BCPN is an Anglican epitome of the Erasmian synthesis of eloquence, theology and music. The
book thus depicts Merbecke as a humanist reformer, through re-evaluation of his contributions to the
developments of vernacular music and literature in early modern England. As such it will be of interest,
not only to church musicians, but also to historians of the Reformation and students of wider Tudor
culture.

Cosmography and Chaography

Robert P. Morgan is one of a small number of music theorists writing in English who treat music
theory, and in particular Schenkerian theory, as part of general intellectual life. Morgan'‘s writings are
renowned within the field of music scholarship: he is the author of the well-known Norton volume
Twentieth-Century Music, and of additional books relating to Schenkerian and other theory, analysis
and society. This volume of Morgan's previously published essays encompasses a broad range of
issues, including historical and social issues and is of importance to anyone concerned with modern
Western music. His specially written introduction treats his writings as a whole but also provides
additional material relating to the articles included in this volume.

Yiddish Writers in Weimar Berlin

This collection brings together an anthology of articles by Thomas Christensen, one of the leading
historians of music theory active today. Published over the span of the past 25 years, the selected
articles provide a historical conspectus about a range of vital topics in the history of music theory,
focusing in particular upon writings from the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. Christensen
examines a variety of theorists and their arguments within the intellectual and musical contexts of
their time, in the process highlighting the diverse and idiosyncratic nature of the discipline of music
theory itself. In the first section of the book Christensen offers general reflections on the meaning and
interpretation of historical music theories, with especial attention paid to their value for music theorists
today. The second section of the book contains a number of articles that consider the catalytic role

of the thorough bass in the development of harmonic theory during the seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries. In the final two sections of the anthology, focus turns to the writings of several individual
music theorists, including Marin Mersenne, Seth Calvisius, Johann Mattheson, Johann Nicolaus Bach,
Denis Diderot and Johann Nichelmann. The volume includes essays from hard-to-find publications as
well as newly-translated material and the articles are prefaced by a new, wide-ranging autobiographical
essay by the author that offers a broad re-assessment of his historical project. This book is essential
reading for music theorists and seventeenth- and eighteenth-century musicologists.
