Allow yourself to be instructed by spiritual masters that you may learn the manner in which the devil
attacks you, the weapons you have at your disposal, and the means to find healing for the wounds
you have suffered in your life. Know your enemy. Know his tactics. Know his motives. Know his nature.
Know his origin. Know his goal. Know his language. Know his network. Know his strengths. Know his
weaknesses. Once this knowledge is obtained, you can more effectively predict your enemy's behavior,
recognize his traps, use the proper preventative measures against him, and drive him away when he
persists.
