Rethinking Hell

A Season in Hell is an extended poem written and published by French writer Arthur Rimbaud. The book 
had a considerable influence on later artists and poets, for example the Surrealists. Henry Miller was 
important in introducing Rimbaud to America in the sixties. He once attempted an English translation 
of the book and wrote an extended essay on Rimbaud and A Season in Hell titled The Time of the 
Assassins. The poem is loosely divided into nine parts, some of which are much shorter than others.

The identity of Moloch and the Hindu god Siva is indicated by the bull Nardi, the sacred emblem of the 
latter. The Persian bull christ, the son of Ormazd, killed by Ahriman, the Lord of Darkness, and all the 
other christs that sport horns must share the infamy of the great god Moloch, alias Saturn, alias Israel, 
alias Ilda Baoth or Devil. The heaven of Moloch is in the Northeast, and it is paved with gold, and his 
throne is made of lapis lazuli. You will notice that the priest is offering up a child to the great god who 
so loved human flesh and blood that he caused his own son to be slaughtered. There was also another 
reason for the human sacrifices by the priests and sorcerers and secret societies, that is, the desire 
to evoke the dead and summon up phantoms for consultation.

Aborinth: Tears of Ascension

Through a detailed analysis of ghost tales in the Ashkenazi pietistic work Sefer %asidim, Susan 
Weissman documents a major transformation in Jewish attitudes and practices regarding the dead 
and the afterlife that took place between the rabbinic period and medieval times. She reveals that a 
huge influx of Germano-Christian beliefs, customs, and fears relating to the dead and the afterlife 
seeped into medieval Ashkenazi society among both elite and popular groups. In matters of sin, 
penance, and posthumous punishment, the infiltration of Christian notions was so strong as to effect a 



radical departure in Pietist thinking from rabbinic thought and to spur outright contradiction of talmudic 
principles regarding the realm of the hereafter. Although it is primarily a study of the culture of a medieval 
Jewish enclave, this book demonstrates how seminal beliefs of medieval Christendom and monastic 
ideals could take root in a society with contrary religious values—even in the realm of doctrinal belief.
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
